As part of OSFR’s ongoing efforts to report on Federal Funds to Texas, we are providing this annual synopsis of
Texas’ relative position in its receipt of federal funds. A report released on December 27, by the US Bureau of the
Census, details $2.2 trillion in federal domestic spending in FY 2004. The Consolidated Federal Funds Report
(CFFR) breaks spending down by program category and by location of federal funds recipient. From the CFFR:

¢ InFY 2004, Texas received $141.858 billion in total federal domestic assistance, $1.4 billion more than FY
' 2003. This represents a 1.0% increase over FY 2003, less than the national average increase of 4.88%, and

‘less than California’s 5.8%, New York’s 4.4%, and Florida’s 7.6%.

£ Texas' 2004 proportionate share of total spending fell to 6.56% from 6.81% the prcvi(;us year. (Texas’ July 1,
2004 estimated resident population was 22,471,549 — 7.65% of the US total 293,656,842.)

£ InFY 2004, Texas' total federal grants funding fell by $631 million (a 2.2% decrease) to $27.792 billion (6.0%

of the US total), down from $28.423 billion (6.44%).
